ASK SAM (Services Across Mansfield)
is a brand new website aiming to
make your life easier.

If you’re sick and tired of internet
search engines, or huge telephone
helpline queues, ASK SAM could help.

The easy to use website has a huge
store of local, county and national information — everything from doctors
surgeries, to bus timetables, policing to housing and benefits advice.

It has been developed by community services such as the police, local councils,
Neighbourhood Element Teams, health services, Connexions and local schools,
including the All Saints’ Family of Schools.

Eight ASK SAM information kiosks have also been placed around the town — so if
you see one, feel free to have a go! Sites include: Mansfield Civic Centre, West
Titchfield Matters, Moveahead Mansfield, Mansfield Citizens Advice Bureau, The
Brunts School and the Park Road Resource Centre, Mansfield Woodhouse.

We’ve had brilliant feedback from people using the kiosks and website so far, with
many saying it’'s much easier than searching the internet because all the
information you need is just one or two clicks away.
